Linda was raised in a church family and planned to be a missionary but in high school she became an athe-

ist. While a junior in college, she was led to the Lord and became active with the Navigators. After college 

Linda worked several years as a computer systems programmer. She felt God’s call to go to Japan, joined Mis-

sion th the World and was sent to Japan for 2 years of language study. She lived with a Japanese family for 

these two years. In 1991 she joined the Chiba church-planting team to teach English, a primary outreach 

tool for the team. The English classes also include a Bible lesson. One home ministry assignment (HMA) 

year was spent getting her Master’s degree in teaching English as a second language. Linda serves in curricu-

lum development for these classes. Many different age groups are reached through these classes. Her new 

plans are to start a club for teenagers from the classes.  In addition to the English classes she is teaching ma-

rine biology and chemistry at Covenant Community School International. This school was started in 2006 

with an English track for missionary kids and a Japanese track for local Christian kids.
